= Requests must be made in advance of pickup. Place items
on hold through the online catalog iii.pioneerland.lib.mn.us
or by calling (320) 587-2368.

You will be notified by email or phone call when your materials
are available.

When you arrive at the library, park your vehicle, and call
(320) 5687-2368 to let us know you have arrived.

Have your library card barcode available when you call the
library at arrival.

Staff will bring your bag of materials out to the designated
pick-up location.

You will wait in your vehicle, or a minimum of six feet away, until staff
leaves the area before picking up your items.

No returns will be accepted at pickup. All returns must be put in the
library’s outdoor dropbox.

Do not use curbside service if you are feeling sick in any way.
